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Word from the author:

As a number of other segments, the HoReCa industry did not escape the effects of the economic
slowdown. Premium restaurants were among the most badly hit, as business customers reduced
their budgets for business meetings and lunches. At the same time, fast food restaurants were the
segment that best survived the crisis.

Last year, a lot of companies had to cut costs and revise their development plans. On the other
hand, the crisis might help find more attractive locations at more affordable prices, or deal with the
problems of staff turnover or demands for higher salaries. Less successfully managed companies
found that period too difficult and went out of business, however those which seized the opportunity
to make some changes will come out of the crisis stronger than before.
